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Tenterden Town Centre boundary

The Neighbourhood Plan Steering
Committee has identified the need to
define aTown Centre boundary (and a
Neighbourhood Centre for St. Michaels).

The two exiting defined areas in
Tenterden are the Conservation Area

and the central shopping district.The
Town Centre boundary will incorporate
these and a number of other areas that
are used consistently with NPPF definitions
of principal town centre uses.

Guiding principles

The criteria adopted for determining
the Town Centre boundary are that it:

» Encloses the principal town centre
uses where they are continuous and
contiguous with each other.The
boundary has been drawn where
these uses cease - or become so
sporadic as not to relate well to the
Town Centre and the character of the
area changes.

» The boundary encloses the Primary
Shopping Frontages in Tenterden
(ALP Map 4).

* The boundary follows the whole
curtilage of properties or defined
physical features such as roads,
footpaths, property boundaries.

NPPF defined uses

The NPPF defines the following main
town centre uses:

» Retail development;

* leisure, entertainment and more
intensive sport and recreation uses
(including cinemas, restaurants, bars
and pubs, nightclubs, health and
fitness centres);

- offices; and

= arts, culture and tourism development
(including theatres, museums,
galleries and concert halls, hotels
and conference facilities).

The town centre may also include
residential uses.
